EDUC 3002/STUDENT TEACHING ASSIGNMENT POLICY

Student teachers may be assigned to a public school in Southeastern’s district subject to the following conditions:

1. The assignment must be approved by the Superintendent of Schools, or his/her designee.

2. An approved program, including a minimum of four classes daily in the student teacher’s MAJOR field, must be available.

3. The Mentor Teacher shall be carefully selected so that those who have the ability and desire to work with the student teachers are chosen.  The principal of the cooperating school and Southeastern shall participate in the selection of the Mentor.  Acceptance of a student teacher shall be voluntary.

4. A Mentor should be selected who will have no more than 3 or 4 days of expected absences during the student teacher’s term.

5. The following criteria shall be used in selecting a Mentor;

a. At least three (3) years of satisfactory teaching experience.

b. Possesses knowledge of basic principles of supervision.

c. Possesses a standard certificate in the teaching field.

d. Demonstrates academic competence.

e. Demonstrates effective team membership.

6. Full responsibility for teaching shall not be assumed by the student teacher until after a satisfactory induction period.  The suggested timeline for both six-week and twelve-week assignments will be discussed at mentor training.

7. No more than two students shall be assigned to any Mentor during a given school year.

8. A student teacher will not be utilized as a substitute teacher under any circumstances.
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
